What are the weights of the pieces to be sandblasted and painted?   See weights at bottom of page and the illustration on page 2.
What happens if any damage (welds or cracks) is discovered after the sandblasting process?    Contractor to notify SDSTA to organize a repair prior to painting.
Will the conduit for the compressed air lines be removed?   Yes.   The compressed air line will be removed prior to shipping to Contractor for sandblasting and painting.
Was lead paint used on this conveyance and will it be a hazard for the contractor?   No lead paint was used on this conveyance.
The aluminum platforms will need to be covered as they do not get sandblasted or painted.   Yes, the aluminum platforms will need to either be covered or removed (if convenient) prior to sandblasting and painting.
The handrails to be included will be separate pieces.   Yes.
New legs will be installed prior to delivery to the contractor as well as any damage discovered during the pre-delivery inspection.   Yes.
The “shoes” will be removed and included as separate pieces.  Yes.
The Crane will be removed and is not  to be included in the sandblasting/painting as a separate item (blue color).  Yes.  Rebuilding of the crane will be performed after the sandblasting and painting exercise.   
SDSTA will deliver the pieces to the contractor.  The contractor will be responsible for return shipment during the hours of 7:00 am – 3:30 pm M-F.  SDSTA must be notified one day in advance of return.   Yes.
